The training is focused in three areas:
soldering, Lean manufacturing and elec-
trostatic discharge (ESD) prevention.

The COVID-19 pandemic severely impact-
ed Burton Industries’ onsite training pro-
grams during 2020. The soldering train-

ing will be conducted through Selec-
tive Solder Academy (SSA), Best Solder-
ing and IPC with the goal of providing
training needed to recertify production
associates who require it and provide
training for additional employees likely
to be hired as Burton Industries ex-
pands into an additional facility.

Students will be trained to the IPC-A-
610 workmanship standard and IPC
7711/7721 rework and repair standards.
Upon completion, associates will be-
come Certified IPC Specialists. The SSA
training will also help the team focus
on the complexity, density and thermal
